Returning Windows to its factory setting takes a handful of clicks, and has never been easier.

Plastic has a wide variety of application
ranging from a pen, which we use to write on the paper, to the waste paper basket which we throw the paper.

BOON:

Plastic has proved to be a boon in various ways. When we enter a hospital, we never fail to notice plastic
bottles, syringes, tubes and many more articles made up of plastic; those which are used to save many lives
everyday all around the globe. They provide good insulation for wiring. Plastic finds itself in automobile and
aircraft parts; in kid's toys & everyday articles like a brush or a comb. It has replaced metals and glass as the
prirnary material used. Itis used in pillows and mattresses (cellular polyurethane or polyester). It is also used

cars and hi-tech computers. They provide good non-reactive medium as water pipes. Plastics makes up
around 7% of the average household dustbin.

BANE:

The extent of exploitation of plastic is unimaginable & never ending. We have become exceedingly
dependent on plastics, though it seems a very useful material, it has a very dangerous string attached to it. It
s non-biodegiable; which means it cannot be broken down further or changed in anyway by any organism
acting onit. If you bury a leaf and a plastic article under the earth for hundred years the leaf would have turned
to humus and would have fertilized the earth whereas, plastic on the other hand would remain in the same

state however long you wait for it. To put in simple words, plastic once manufactured used cannot be
destroyed in anyway. o

1) Plastic waste accumulate in land fills amount to a lot of soil pollution over the years since, they are non
bio-degradable.

2) When plastic is burnt, the harmful fumes enter into the atmosphere and has direct effects upon
someone who breathes it and so, No! we cannot eliminate plastic by burning it.

3)  Plasticalso finds its way into drains & sewage pipes, clogging them; more often_ than not, this may lead
to water pollution directly and or indirectly. Animals sometimes, feed on plastics and die painfully as

plastic chokes their digestive and respiratory tracks. This is a very serious concern in many countries
worldwide.

We have noticed the ill-effects that plastic has brought upon us and also ways to minimize those effects by
the '3R' policy - Reduce, Reuse and Recycle. Plastics comes broadly in 2 varieties Recyclable & non-

per requirements. The plastics that undergoes the recycling process results in a lower quality product.

life. Central to Hinduism are the concepts of reincarnation, the caste system, merging with |
Brahman, finding morality, and reaching Nirvana (the peaceful escape from the cycle of |
reincarnation). !
According to hinduism the paths to salvation include rituals, devotion and the way of knowledge |
(realization of reality and self - reflection). If the practitioner follows the paths of these ways |
salvation can be achieved. |

The main Hindu Scriptures are Sruti (what is heard), Smriti (What is remembered) ihe vedas, the
l Brahmanas, the upanishads, the puranas and epics. The Sruti include deeply religious things
communicated to a seer and recorded. The vedas, the religious writings, include mantras (hymns
of praise), brahmanas (Sacrificial rituals) and upanishads (108 sacred teachings). The smriti
include the law (books of laws) , Puranas (myths, stories, legends) and epics (sets of holy myths
including Ramayana and Mahabharata).
