What's the cloud? Where is the cloud? “Are we in cloud now!””. These are the questions
vou have probably heard or even asked yourself. Here is the answer for cloud computing.

The term “cloud computing” was an idea actually created in 1960's by Joseph Carl
Robnett Licklinder or ].C.R, an American computer scientist. He came out with an idea of
creating a world wide computer network, where people would access programs & data
from an}whefe.

Another computer scientist, name John McCarthy came up with the idea of computer
network being delivered as public utility. The ideas of Joseph Carl Robnett Licklinder &
J.C.Rstarted to truly come to fruition when Tim Berners Lee created the first web page on
world wide, which allowed people to access navigate & create their own web pages.

Cloud computing in computer networking, is designed as a phrase used to describe a
variety of computing concepts that involve a large number of computers connected
through a communication network such as internet.

Cloud computing refers to the software, platform & infrastructure that are sold “as a
service”, i.e remotely through the internet. It is divided into parts , one 1s service end &
anotheris user end.

The service end is the constellation of various Internet servers where data &
applications are hosted. These servers are configured to work together as if they were in
one unit, pooling their collective computing power. The major model of cloud computing
service are known as “software as a service”, platform as a service and “ infrastructure as 4
service” These services may be offered in public, private or hybrid network.

The end user refers to the business & individual who access dara & application stored
on the server. Some cloud applications, such as Web based emails & photo sharing services
provide access through the web browser. The seller has the actual servers which host
products & services from remote location, so end use can simply log on the network
without any installation.

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DEADLY DENIM

Sandblasting is a process applied to give jeans their worn-out look. The process
blasts denim with sand at high pressure to wear away the top surface of the textile
and has long been practiced in the global garment industry. The effect became
increasingly popular in jean trends over the past decade adding considerable value
to the final product.

Sandblasting has long been linked to the fatal lung disease silicosis.
According to the “Wortld Health Orgnisation” it is one of the oldest occupational

diseases and still kills thousands of people every year, everywhere in the world.

It is an incurable lung disease caused by inhalation of dust containing free
crystalline silica. Itis irreversible and moreover, the disease progresses even when

exposure StOpS.

Sand blasting was traditionally a process used in the mining and
construction industry and strict restrictions and regulations have been imposed
on these industries. Due to the lack of regulations, health and safety standards,
silicosis has been diagnosied in garment workers after the exposure. Workers in
garment industry where sand blasting is still practiced are facing lot of problem.

They are been killed with the silicosis disease.

The clean clothes campaign (CCC) alongside with war and want, SACOM
and IHLO release new research that shows that the practice of sandblasting used
in order to give jeans a 'distressed look' is still widespread in china despite most
western brands banning the practice three years ago because of its link to
silicosis, a deadly lung disease that has already caused the deaths of many garment
workers.

As per the recent report, inspite of banning the manual sandblasting even

today both manual and mechanical is still commonly used.

Miss Sullivan herself had been blind, but she
had an operation & regained her sight. She understand what Helen was feeling,
She taught Helen the sign for the letters of the alphabet. Then, she would
spoke the words in Helen's hand to communicate with her. One day Anne led
Helen to the water pump & pumped water on her hand. She spelled the letters
W ATE Ras the water can over Helen's hand. She did this over & over again.
Atlast it downed on Helen that the word “water” meant the water which she
felt pouring over her hand. This opened a whole new world for her. Anne
taught her for years. Helen learned to tead Braille. This was a system of raised
dots representing letters. A blind person could read by feeling of the dots.

Helen had on amazing memory and she also had skills very few people have
ever been able to develop. She could put her fingers to a person's lips and
understand the words which were being spoken.

While she was in college, she wrote her book called “THE STORY OF MY
LIFE" with the money she earned from the book, she was able to buy a house.
Helen was successful because of her determination. So, “ Self — pity is our
worst enemy and if we yield to it, we can never do anything good in the world”.
