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Why we don't sink in the DEADSEA?

It is impossible to sink in the Dead sea. There
is too much Salt (1.24 kg per litre}, that keeps
you afloat. As knows as salt sea, dead sea is
located on the border of Israel and Jordan. It

has the lowest elevation on Earth - 1,373 f
below Sea level. It is roughly 8.6 times saltier
than the ocean. The extremely high salt content
in the water makes it denser, this allows heavier
objects to float on its surface. A better way of
explaining it would be trying to float in running
water vs. trying to float in thick cement. Since
the water is flowing, it will let an object pass
through, but cement being more dense does
not let objects pass through it easily.

New Super - glue could mend broken hearts

Scientists have developed a new super-glue
that could mend broken hearts and improve
treatment of congenital hearts defect and other
cardiac problems. The glue bonds to heart
tissue, and is as strong as stitches or staples,
sealing wounds while avoiding complications,
researchers said. Sutures take too much time to
stitch and can cause stress on fragile heart
tissue and currently available clinical adhesives

are either too toxic or tend to lose their sticking
power. Researchers from Bostod children's
hospital. Brigham and women's hospital and
Massachusetts Institute of Technology (MIT)
developed a big-inspited adhesive that could
rapidly attach biodegradable patches inside a
beating heart-in the exact place where con
genital holes in the heart occur, such as with
ventricular heart defects.

4 of the Purnas,
| this region was
known as
"Kalyanapuri" or "Kalyananagar', the "City
Auspicious". the Mauryan emperor, chandragupta
Maurya, renounced his throne to become a Jain
Monk at Shravana Belagola, a Jain piligrimage
center, Southwest of Bangalore.

Bengaluru was first mentioned in records from the
Ganga era as a small hamlet, the location of
which coincides with modern Halebengaluru near
Kodigehalli (not far from Hebbal). It is said that
when Kempegowda built his new capital town in
about 1537, he called it Bengaluru as his mother
& wife belonged to the hamlet a hale Bengaluru
(old Bangalore). The Government of Karnataka
has recently renamed the city of Bangalore as

"Bengaluru”, just as with Chennai, they hope
Bangalore will soon be known the world over by
its ancient name Bengaluru.

Another version suggest that name Bangalore
derives from Benda Kalu, which means boiled
beans. It is said that a humble old lady served a
10th century ruler, king Veeraballa of Vijayanagar
who lost his way in the forest. He liked the food so
much he named the place Benda Kalury,
meaning "City of Boiled Beans", to commemorate
his experience. After the arrival of the British, the
city was given the anglicized name of Bangalore.

After India Gained independence in 1947,
Bangalore valued public sector heavy industries,
particularly aerospace, space & Defence. The
establishment & success of Business software
services firms in Bangalore after the liberalisation
of India's economy has led to the growth of India's
Information technology industry. Bangalore is
referred to as the Silicon Vally of India and
accounts for 35 percent of India's Software
exports. Home to prestigious colleges & research
Institutions, the city has the second highest literary
rate among the metropolititan cities in the nation.
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However, as a large & growing metropolises in the
developing world, Bangalore continves to
struggle with problems such as air pollution,
traffic congestion & crime to be ....... rectly
accurate. Electronic city is on the periphery of
Bangalore, to the South east. Along with the
constellation of companies along the airport road
on the eastern side of the municipality, Electronic
city has contributed in a big way to levels of traffic
that sorely test the existing Infrastructure. The
resulting effect is of a small town with big town
traffic the roads & buildings are on a more
intimate, comfortable scale but the volume of
vehicles seems to have rushed in as if by
breaching a traffic dam that separated Bangalore
from some teeming metropolis.

Situated at an altitude of 920 meters above sea

level, Bangalore is the principal administrative,
cultural, commercial & industrial center of the
state of Karnataka. The city, which spread over an
area of 152 square kilometers, enjoys a pleasant
& equable climate throughout the year. lts tree-
lined streets and abundant Greenary have let to it
being called the 'Garden City of India’. However
single local entrepreneurs and the technology
gaint texas Instruments discovered its potential as
high-tech city in the early 1980's, Bangalore has
seen a major technology boom. It is now to more
than 250 high-tech companies. Including home
grown giants like Wipro & Infosys. Consequently,
now Bangalore is called the 'Silicon Plateau'
globally.

HRA is a process of identifying and reporting
investments made in human resources of the
organisation that are unaccounted for in
conventional accounting ‘practices. The main
objective is to present the capacity of the
employees in monetary terms. This term s
relevant more for service sector, because its core
assets are employees which can also be called
intangible assets, Here the earnings are based on
per employee per hour billing model and
profitability is liked to value added by its
workforce.

Quoting American Accounting Association," HRA
is a prbcess of identifying and measuring data
about human resources and communicating this
information to the interested parties."

Its importance can be attributed to the following
points :

a) Ascertainment of investments and return on
investment on human asset.
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b) Intensity of workforce in the organisation.

c)  Planning for physical assets in relation to
human resources?

d) Providesvaluable information to investors.
e) Effective utilization of human resources.

f) Leads to encouragement of morale and
motivation of workforce.

g) Helps designing suitable training and
development programme for human
assets...

There are various methods of accounting for
human resources like Historical cost approach,
Replacement cost approach, opportunity cost
approach, economic value approach etc.

Though its highly recommended, but it is not free
from the criticisms like life and value of human
asset is uncertain, it may sometimes lead to
dehumanization in the organisation, cost and
value of human assets is difficult to ascertain as
each individual is different, it is based on wrong
assumption that human mobility is zero which is
not true, etc.

It's being used in India by few companies like

a new way of thinking about people as assefs. it
has a great potential for future organization to

understand the value of human forces and the
